	· Presentation of environmental monitoring data since the last CCC meeting
· CD – more predictive measures will be used in the future using real time wind and weather data to plan operations according to conditions to minimise dust and noise
· JR – 60m tower is now in place and monitoring equipment will soon be fitted to allow for monitoring of temperature inversions

Community Complaints
	· There was only one community complaint received since the last CCC meeting
· JR – outlined blast complaint and the causes of the cloud that was witnessed 

· LH – explanation of blast cloud and fumes caused by wet weather

· Video footage of blast cloud shown and photos of wet weather damage to drill holes prior to the blast

· LH – when a blast cloud is seen clearly, high in the sky it is a good sign as the fumes are going up and away rather than dispersing at groud level 
	

	4/5 Tree clearing program and MOP approval
	· JR – showed latest versio0n of MOP plan 3 and explained the areas of tree clearing, dump plans and water storage

· Access across Leard Forest Road (LFR) by mine vehicles and dump trucks will be at the existing crossing using an updated version of the pre-existing Traffic Management Plans

· The MOP approval just issued is only interim to cover the tree clearing program

· LFR closure is not included in the Part 3A approval, BC is hoping to have approval to close LFR by the end of 2013
· ST – Archaeological work currently being done ahead of the clearing program some of the work is being filmed

· JR – discussed the suggestion that a display cabinet may be a good idea to display aboriginal artefacts that have been recovered
· ST – Displayed artefacts one way to people better understanding aboriginal culture

· JR – all the worked described and shown in MOP plan 3 falls inside the current EIS boundary

· BMc – very good idea to keep the LFR crossing in the same place for safety reasons

· BMc – Asked for any further complaints

· RG – asked why trucks delivering to site have to use the Rangari Rd

· RG – spoke to a Crawford’s driver who was very unhappy with the lack of courtesy used by some truck drivers on Rangari Rd, the school bus was seen having to give way to a truck on a sharp corner

· RG – now that BC have federal approval won’t there be a new bridge

· JR – BC has no commitment to upgrade the bridge

· JR – thinks a new bridge falls under Whitehaven VPA
· KMc – traffic on Rangari Rd will be greatly reduced once the option to access site from the Kamilaroi Hwy has been given approval

· KMc – another memo can be sent to truck drivers regarding safety and courtesy to other road users

· RG – in general, traffic behaviour is good considering the increased volume

· JR – once the new MOP is approved another CCC meeting will be called
	KMc – memo to truck drivers regarding safety and courtesy to road users
